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Math Journals
Primary Journals (Pre-K – 2nd Grade)

Pre-Kindergarten through second grade students should keep math journals because they can always reference prior learning.  However, the format used and the way entries are recorded depends on the level of the student.  For example, journals (especially early in the school year) may contain more pictures and one or two word entries.  Journals for Pre-K and Grade 1 may also be done as a group project led by the teacher on a big chart tablet.  As the students progress, journal entries will become more formal.  Pre-K – Grade 2 teachers should work with their principals, grade level chairs, and supervisors to finalize the form that works best for them at their school.

Intermediate Journals (Grades 3 – 5)

Students in grades 3 – 5 will keep formal journals beginning the first week of school.  These journals will follow the attached format (see attachment).

A table of contents must be included at the front of the journal.  A two page format will be used so that students may easily see the lesson at a glance.  Each page must be numbered and dated
