Primary BOK (Book of Knowledge) Notebooks in Social Studies (PK – 2)

Prekindergarten through second grade students should keep social studies notebooks. The format used and the way entries are recorded depends on the grade level of the student and their abilities. For example, BOK (especially early in the school year) may contain more pictures and one or two word entries. It is important the course outlines are followed. Teachers may also record entries for students in class or group journals (PK-1). Second grade students should keep individual journals. As the students progress journal entries will become more formal.  PK-2 teachers should work with their principals, grade level chairs, and supervisors to finalize the form that works best for them at their school.
