Grades K-2
· Follow the Texas Treasures and Calle de la Lectura writing prompts and activities

· Decide which student samples to save, suggest 1 per week

· Guidelines (adjust as needed)

· 1 Product per week – sentence, illustration, etc. according to what is appropriate for the lessons taught

· 1 larger product per six weeks

· Group project can be led by teacher 

· Teachers can make sound choices about appearance, format, etc.

· 1 Product per week (6 small products)

· Free Journaling can make up some products

· 1 Complete Writing Process Project per six weeks   (3 per semester)
In, Focus, Through, Out Format
Use format as appropriate for note taking and vocabulary development.  Teachers may use either set of terms:  In-Focus-Through-Out / Objective-Definition-Examples-Student Work
· Objective - what is to be learned

· Definition – student understanding of key word

· Examples - explanation of trait or grammar skill being taught; notes

· Student work -  student demonstrates mastery of the skill; added illustrations are great
