	· Study the poetry of the English Romantic period. The poetry in this unit should be discussed using the categories below:

· What is the form and structure?

· Try to classify the poem

· How do the words used affect the meaning and the impact of the poem?

· Why do you think the poet has written this poem?

· What is your personal response to this poem?

· Is it the poet’s voice speaking in the poem or is it the voice of someone else, real or imagined?

· Work in groups to create an advertising campaign designed to promote a “new” product from one of the poems “To a Skylark,” or “Ode to a Nightingale” and distinguish  it from the “old”

· product. Write text, provide visuals, and set the poem itself to music. For visuals, may use film footage; create original art by finding images already in print, or some combination of these. A song could be recorded, played live on instruments, or sung acappella. This exercise encourages positive aspects of the chosen poem and causes positive feedback from the rest of the class. It also brings pop art methods into contact with poems from different times and places.

· The Rime of the Ancient Mariner will be read aloud in class and the following activities will be utilized:

· The fantastic details in the story are will-suited to vivid illustration. You can use a series of pictures with captions underneath to turn the poem into either a storybook for a film version, or as a comic strip. For the captions, use stanzas of the poem. Clip art could also be used. Project will be presented in class.

	· “Lines Composed a Few Miles Above ‘Tintern Abbey is a difficult poem even for advanced students. The key to the poem is that Wordsworth is describing a place that is important to him and he includes a person for whom he wants that particular place to be meaningful also. The connection can be made through music. 

· A starting point for this connection is the music of Bruce Springsteen. In Springsteen’s song, “My Hometown” the singer talks about an emotionally significant place and the people connected to that place. 

· Discuss Springsteen and his music reviewing tone and theme definitions

· Listen and read lyrics to “My Hometown.”

· Compare the two and come away with a understanding of elements of poetry and music

· Develop poetry that you will share with the class.

· Exposure to media outside of class is given because of the society that we live in. This unit will prepare students to regard the merits of commercials we view.

· Introduction to topic of advertising and commonly used advertising techniques.

· Take a survey of the class, asking which products they like best between options given:

· Shoes: Nike, Rebock, Adidas, Airwalk, or K-Swiss

· Candy: Snickers, M&M’s Mars, Hersey’s Bar, or  Charleston Chew.

· Soda: Mountain ‘Dew, Sprite, Sierra Mist, 7-up, Squirt

· Cars: Volkswagen, Ford, Saturn, Kia, or Dae Woe

· Discuss why there are many more votes for some products over others. Explain that they have a great deal more exposure to the products at the beginning of the lists than they do with the latter ones because of the amount of money spent on advertising.

· Explain how an ad needs to function as a small persuasive speech.

	· Divide into groups and each group will receive a slip of paper with a definition of a technique that is used in advertising and they will explain to the class how it is used to market the product.

· Groups will explain their findings and the class should take notes. The technique given should have at least one example of how it’s used in practice.

· Answer the question and discuss why should companies advertise on television? (answers can vary, but should include targets specific interest groups according to the programs they are viewed with example is (Home Depot can advertise on  fix it shows)Explain how this can lead to commercials focused on groups with the most buying power (population and money)

· Watch a sampling of commercials

· Discuss in class Who were the ads targeting? Who were represented in the commercials? Were they portrayed positively or negatively? Would you say the representations were fair?> How well do the characters shown represent America?

· Writing assignment: Pretend you are an alien from another culture who has never heard of America. What would you expect to find in America from what you saw in the commercials in class today? Would these assumptions be correct? Remember to look at both who is/isn’t represented and how they are represented
	Student should have a few well-written paragraphs that include at least three conceptions they have of American society based on the commercials. Each of these should be addressed as being correct or not
