· Complete extensive practice on parenthetical documentation to avoid plagiarism

· Complete “Shakespearean Theory” research paper

· Read a novel from a list including: Lord of the Flies, Cry the Beloved Country, Return of the Native, Once and Future, To The Lighthouse, Their Eyes Were Watching God, and The Awakening”

· Evaluate characterizations in the selected novel.


	· Read about and study William Shakespeare and his theater

· Study the style of writing by Shakespeare

· Read Macbeth

· Listen to audio tapes of portions of Macbeth

· Read and role play certain acts of Macbeth

· Define vocabulary words and write sentences for reading passages

· Create a work web that explores fate, honor, ambition, or guilt.

· Role play real-life situations and relate this to decisions made in Macbeth

· Write a paper about real-life situations and compare it to those occurring in Macbeth.

· Debate the ghost’s existence in Macbeth

· Explore sets of images in the play

· Conclude what Shakespeare is trying to convey with his imagery.

· Conduct mock press conference asking questions about Duncan’s murder
