Concepts: Native American Geography, Economics, Government, and Culture
     Activity Idea: Use a flow map to show sequence of events or a multi-flow map to show cause and effect concerning an aspect of Native American life.  
Activity Idea: Have students interview parents or grandparents or other adults the age of their grandparents, about the kinds of jobs they have had over their lifetime.  They will create a timeline and a chart to report the results of the interviews.  The class will create a graph showing jobs of the parents and grandparents.  Students will draw conclusions about how work has changed.  Note that an interview is a primary source.

· What challenges did they encounter?

· What contributions did they make to Texas?
