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	Concept: Explorers

     Activity Idea:  Create a foldable, thinking map, or graphic organizer using the vocabulary terms.

     Activity Idea: Write a poem entitled “Seven Cities of Cibola”.  Include thoughts of an adventurer on his quest for gold.

     Activity Idea:  Discuss reasons Europeans explored and settled Texas such as:  gold, God, and glory.
     Activity Idea:  Discuss characteristics of an explorer.  Create a want ad for a local newspaper from the perspective of King Ferdinand/Queen Isabella.  
     Activity Idea:  Make a timeline showing dates, names, and what occurred on these dates.

     Research Idea: Compare a modern day explorer with one of the explorers from Texas history.

     Concept:  Settling Texas

     Activity Idea:  Locate major Spanish missions on a map.  Include the date each was established.  Draw a diagram of a Spanish mission like one of the missions at San Antonio.

     Activity Idea:  Locate the sites settled by the Empressarios on a map of Texas.  Include a legend, compass rose, and scale.
     Activity Idea:  Create an advertising poster to convince people to settle in Texas.

     Activity Idea: Write a letter to Stephen F. Austin asking for permission to join the Old Three Hundred.  Include three characteristics that qualify you to settle in his colony. Students may use electronic technology to create their letter.  
     Activity Extension: Teacher may reply to students’ letters as Stephen F. Austin would have.  Teachers may accept or decline the student’s request to join the colony.

    Activity Idea:  Discuss Mexico’s requirements of colonists:  allegiance to Mexico and conversion to Catholicism.  Design a certificate that a Texan might have had to sign in order to fulfill these requirements.

     Activity Idea:  List ways that man changes the environment.  For example:  Texans dam rivers and created lakes and reservoirs; farmers establish irrigation and windmill systems; barbed wire fences closed the open range and changed cattle ranching; mining and/or drilling for natural resources; established railroads; landfills etc.  Include consequences of the modifications.
    Activity Idea:  Make a tree map, chart or graph organizer showing the relationship between meeting needs for food, clothing, and shelter using a region’s natural resources.  For example:
· Region:  Piney woods

· Food:  fish, game, gardens

· Clothing:  animal skins

· shelter:  log cabins

     Activity Idea:  Develop a list of the consequences of man’s modifications of the Texas environment:  pollution; contaminated water sources; building roads created construction jobs; Highway Beautification Act etc.  Include both positive and negative consequences.
     Activity Idea:   Define economy.  Early economists relied on trade.  Identify things that were traded:  livestock, crops, weapons, furs, etc.

     Activity Idea (week long activity):  Students will create a journal entry each day based on scenario cards provided by the teacher.  Examples of scenario cards could be as follows:
· met a bear on the trail

· wagon wheel falls off

· went fishing

· storm hits

· new baby brother was born

· met Indians

· ran out of food

· made a new friend

· snake bite

· went hunting

· it was my birthday

Discuss motivations these people may have had to leave everything and go to Texas, and economic problems and solutions once they made it to Texas.
     Activity Extension: Students may create “GTT” (Gone to Texas) signs to put on their desks for this week long activity.

    Activity Idea:  Compare the different governments of Texas:  under Spain, Mexico, the Republic, and today.  Include historical figures that impacted the democratic process.   Students write a journal entry expressing an opinion about these governments.  

     Research Idea:  Create a class quilt about life in a Texas colony.  This could include people, types of homes, religion, clothing, food, traditions, jobs, arts and crafts, etc.

     Activity Idea: Write a letter to Gail Borden thanking him for his invention.  Glue the letter around a milk carton.  Include what it was like before his invention and how it helped mankind. 
     Activity Idea:  Locate Borden, Texas and Borden County on a state map.  Tell why it might have been named for Gail Borden.
