	Activity Idea:  Create a foldable or picture dictionary using the vocabulary terms from the Word Wall vocabulary list.

Research Idea:  Create a postage stamp honoring one of the heroes of the Alamo.  Describe their accomplishments on back and include a picture of the hero on front.  
Research Idea:  Identify and compare leadership qualities of Texas leaders during the Revolutionary War and Texas leaders today.  

Extension Idea:  Create a power point using electronic technology showing these comparisons.

Activity Idea:  Writing:  Pick someone you know that displays characteristics of a hero.  Write a paragraph describing that person and comparing them to a Texas hero from the Alamo.

     Activity Idea:  Using a Double Bubble Map, compare the celebration of Texas Independence Day and the 4th of July.  

    Activity Idea:  Read about Houston and Zavala.  Identify their importance as leaders during this time in Texas history.  Make a 4 door booklet to illustrate the contributions of each leader.  Expand the foldable activity to include state and local leaders:  governors, senators, representatives, mayors, councilmen, police chief, fire chief, etc.
