	Concepts: Civil War and Reconstruction
     Activity Idea: Create a foldable, Thinking Map, or graphic organizer using vocabulary terms.
     Activity Idea: Design a Multi-Flow Thinking Map showing the cause and effects of the Civil War on Texas.  Include how the war impacted the citizens of Texas.
     Activity Idea: Create a Circle Thinking Map defining the Texas Buffalo Soldiers and their role in the Civil War.
     Activity Idea: Design a graphic organizer or a foldable illustrating the political, economic, and social effects of the Civil War on Texas. (include Juneteenth and the Emancipation Proclamation)

     Activity Idea: Writing Idea: Construct a blog (letter) from the perspective of a Galveston slave hearing the declaration that slavery had been abolished.
Concept: Cattle, Oil, and Railroads
   Activity Idea: Construct a two-tab book foldable showing how the invention of barbed wire affected the growth and development of the cattle industry.  Example: Texas Open Range vs. Texas Fenced Land
     Research Idea: Research a cattle brand used on a working ranch in Texas.  Present the information to the class using a Power Point, poster, accordion book foldable, etc.
     Extension Idea: Develop a new cattle brand using cardboard, foil, etc. On an index card include information about the new brand.

     Activity Idea: Writing Idea: Write a letter home telling about life on a cattle drive.

     Activity Idea:  Make a Standing Cube foldable showing the oil industry past, present, and future.
     Activity Idea: Generate a list of products that come from oil such as fuel, lip balm, plastic wrap and paint.  Create “oil products” collages using cut outs from magazines, as well as their own drawings.

     Activity Idea: Create bar graphs of railroad lines and buffalo population.  Explain how the growth of railroads impacted the buffalo population, Native Americans, and Texas cities and industries.

Concept: Changes for Native Americans
     Research Idea: During the 19th century, buffalo faced near extinction.  Research the buffalo and current efforts to save them.

     Extension Idea: Write a letter to the governor of Texas from the perspective of a Native American. Include reasons why buffalo are important to survival.

Concept: Economics
     Activity Idea:  Before 1938, young children could work in factories for long hours. (The Fair Labor Standards Act of 1938 made this illegal for children under sixteen.) Ask each student to write an opinion column for a newspaper – pro or con – on the following topic: Should young children be allowed to work? (as in factories). Remind them to support ideas with several details.

     Activity Idea: One benefit of free enterprise is that it encourages businesses to make new products.  Name a modern product that was probably encouraged by free enterprise and explain what new need the product fills such as cell phones, ipods, video games, etc. Write an advertisement for the product. 
     Activity Idea: Create a Texas bookmark. Select four volunteers. One student will create the bookmark the “old fashioned way” by specialization.  The remaining three students will create as many bookmarks as possible using division of labor and mass production. Provide each group with a sample, pattern (star, rectangle for the red and white, and rectangle for the blue field), glue, red, white, and blue construction paper, and scissors.  A 15-minute time limit is placed on each group. Discuss.

     Activity Idea: List all types of transportation and communication in Texas.  Using a Layered-Look Book foldable or a T-chart. Explain how developments in transportation and communication have influenced economic activity in Texas.
     Activity Idea: Pick a Texan who embodies American ideas about progress and demonstrates equality of opportunity on the economic development and growth of Texas such as Dr. Mae Jemison, astronaut.

     Activity Idea: Writing Idea: Using the Internet, email a Texas soldier that is stationed overseas. Discuss ways technological changes have resulted in increased interdependence among Texas, the United States, and the world.

     Activity Idea: Generate a list of products that come from oil, gas, agriculture, and technology.  Pick one product and create a math problem showing purchase price and profit. Explain how this product meets the needs of consumers in different parts of the world. Pick another product that is imported to Texas from another country. Texas. Create a class mobile with all of this information.
Concept: Government
     Activity Idea: Explain how individuals can participate voluntarily in civic affairs at state and local levels by campaigning for a candidate for state and local elections. Have a mock class election with students campaigning for class president. Create campaign buttons and posters.
