Overview of the Science Scope and Sequence

Port Arthur Independent School District science teacher Michael Washington, under the supervision of Science Supervisor, Glenda Daniels, in June 2006, made minor revisions to the aligned curriculum framework purchased from Region IV and merged it with the Port Arthur Independent School District curriculum document for the 2005-2006 school year.  Content information is divided into six-week segments and all instructional objectives are correlated to the Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills (TEKS). Levels of the instructional objectives are created to address the application level or higher of Blooms’ Taxonomy.  Sample activities/extension activities have been included in the guide in order to help meet the 40% laboratory recommendations for grades 6-8.  Referenced resources indicate where information may be found and assessments are suggested to measure the success of the objectives.  A divider page separates each six-week scope and sequence.

It is critical that teachers follow the scope and sequence in order for their students to master the six-week assessments.  Teachers must also follow the six-week scope and sequence so that students will receive instruction and all the Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills (TEKS) and therefore will be successful in mastering the required knowledge for each subject area.

Students will be given a district test at the end of each six weeks.  The tests were developed by Port Arthur Independent School District, and require understanding of the concepts and processes and application of knowledge and problem solving.  Use of the six-week outlines also ensures both horizontal and vertical alignment of science.  

This curriculum guide is intended to be a working document and requires ongoing input from teachers as it is used in the classroom.  Therefore, teachers are expected to make notations as this draft is used and thus help the district revising, updating and improving curriculum materials.
