· Membership in the League of Nations could force the US to defend an attack on a fellow member of the League This requirement would violate the Constitution which requires that only Congress can declare war.

· The treaty set the stage for international problems that would lead to WWII.

	George H.W. Bush: led US during the Gulf War in which the US was able to force Iraqi forces out of Kuwait. The Americans with Disabilities Act was passed during his term.

George W. Bush: sent US forces into Iraq to overthrow Sadaam Hussein and find weapons of mass destruction stored there.
