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 District Mission Statement

Our mission, as the source of public education in the community, is to meet the unique educational needs of our diverse population by providing a comprehensive quality education for students of the Port Arthur Independent School District. 

Port Arthur Independent School District Social Studies teachers, Rebecca Harrison under the supervision of Social Studies Supervisor, Yolanda Getwood, aligned curriculum framework purchased from Region IV and merged it with the Port Arthur Independent School District curriculum document for the 2004-2005 school year.  Content information is divided into six-week segments and all instructional objectives are correlated to the Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills (TEKS). Levels of the instructional objectives are created to address the application level or higher of Blooms’ Taxonomy. Sample activities/extension activities have been included in the guide in order to assist instruction provided by teachers in correlation to the Texas Essential Knowledge and Skill (TEKS) for grade 10. Referenced resources indicate where information may be found and assessments are suggested to measure the success of the objectives.  A divider page separates each six-week scope and sequence.
Teachers will be provided a pacing chart to help them align their instruction with what should be taught in each six week period.   Teachers and Parents will be provided guidelines and prerequisites for the course via an online webpage which can be accessed via the PAISD website (www.paisd.org).
It is critical that teachers follow the scope and sequence in order for their students to master the six-week assessments.  Teachers must also follow the six-week scope and sequence so that students will receive instruction and all the Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills (TEKS) and therefore will be successful in mastering the required knowledge for each subject area.
How to Use the Curriculum Guide

This curriculum guide is divided into six-week outlines and correlated to target all of the Texas Essential Skills and Knowledge (TEKS).  The six week history lessons are arranged chronologically and the geography lessons are arranged in order of the content outline.

The social studies content is embedded in the eight strands of the TEKS.  These strands are the vehicle by which the content is taught.  The social studies skills and technology strands should be incorporated throughout the teaching of the other six strands.

Each six weeks, the teacher must ensure that all TEKS shown in the six-week outlines are covered.  Following the six week outlines and following the scope and sequence of a course is not a teacher option; rather, it is a mandate of this district.

Students will be given a district benchmark assessment at the end of each six weeks.  The assessments were developed by Region IV with modifications made by PAISD teachers and require the understanding of concepts, processes, application of knowledge, and problem solving. Use of the six-week outlines also ensures both horizontal and vertical alignment of social studies, which is critical for student progression and mastery of the social studies TAKS exams.

This curriculum guide is intended to be a working document and requires ongoing input form teachers as it is used in the classrooms.  Therefore, teachers are expected to make notations as this draft issued and thus help the district in revising, updating and improving curriculum materials.  Additionally, a blank chart has been included at the end of each six weeks to aid in the revision of this guide.

	World History Prerequisites:

Before entering World History, students should be able to

Read and comprehend on grade level.

Write for a variety of audiences and purposes, using on-level standard grammar, spelling, sentence structure, and punctuation.

Demonstrate basic computer proficiency.

Use a variety of reading strategies to access information from historical texts.

Organize, analyze, and interpret information, including written and visual material.

Differentiate between, locate, and use a variety of primary and secondary sources.

Create oral, written, and visual presentations using social studies material.

Identify points of view and bias about an issue or topic.

Demonstrate basic geographic knowledge such as the seven continents, four oceans, 50 U.S. states, TODALS, latitude and longitude, and landforms.

Trace the development of civilization in different world cultures.

Evaluate causes and effects of major revolutions.

Identify historic origins of contemporary political and economic systems.

Analyze the process by which democratic-republican governments evolved.

Trace the historical development of important legal and political concepts.

	Analyze the connections between and among major developments in science and technology and their impact on different societies.

Analyze the ways that art and architecture reflect the history of the cultures in which they are produced.

Identify the causes and effects of conflicts in world history.

Recognize the contributions of various historical cultures and the diversity among these cultures.

Trace the causes of changes (over time) in attitudes about specific issues such as the roles of women, rights of citizens and non-citizens, and participation in government.

Identify the impact of geographic factors on historical developments.

Use a variety of reading strategies to increase understanding of textbook reading assignments.

Use on-level social studies terminology correctly.

Use critical-thinking skills appropriate to content and grade level, including problem-solving and decision-making skills.

Interpret and create databases, research outlines, and visuals, including graphs, charts, timelines, and maps.

Transfer information from statistical to written or visual forms and from written to visual forms (using computer software as appropriate).

Locate and use a variety of primary and secondary sources to create oral, written, and visual presentations on social studies topics.

Include an annotated bibliography (works cited) in all research projects.

Explain and apply different methods that historians use to interpret the past, including the use of primary and secondary sources, points of view, frames of reference, and historical context.

Throughout the year as students learn social studies content, they are expected to master certain geographic concepts that are required by the TEKS. Teachers will plan appropriate activities that incorporate geographic concepts and skills throughout the scope of the course. For this course this includes TEKS 11 and 12.

11. The student uses geographic skills and tools to collect, analyze, and interpret data. The student is expected to:

(A) create thematic maps, graphs, charts, models, and databases representing various aspects of world history; and

(B) pose and answer questions about geographic distributions and patterns in world history shown on maps, graphs, charts, models, and databases.

12. The student understands the impact of geographic factors on major historic events. The student is expected to:

(A) locate places and regions of historical significance such as the Indus, Nile, Tigris and Euphrates, and Yellow (Huang He) river valleys and describe their physical and human characteristics;

(B) analyze the effects of physical and human geographic factors on major events in world history such as the effects of the opening of the Suez Canal on world trade patterns; and

(C) ©interpret historical and contemporary maps to identify and explain geographic factors such as control of the Straits of Hormuz that have influenced people and events in the past.

Throughout the year as students learn social studies content, they are expected to master certain skills that are required by the TEKS. Teachers will plan appropriate activities that incorporate social studies skills throughout the scope of the course. For this course this includes TEKS 25, 26 and 27.
25. The student applies critical-thinking skills to organize and use information acquired from a variety of sources including electronic technology. The student is expected to:

(A) identify ways archaeologists, anthropologists, historians, and geographers analyze limited evidence;

(B) locate and use primary and secondary sources such as computer software, databases, media and news services, biographies, interviews, and artifacts to acquire information;

(C) ©analyze information by sequencing, categorizing, identifying cause-and effect relationships, comparing, contrasting, finding the main idea, summarizing, making generalizations and predictions, and drawing inferences and conclusions;

(D) explain and apply different methods that historians use to interpret the past, including the use of primary and secondary sources, points of view, frames of reference, and historical context;

(E) use the process of historical inquiry to research, interpret, and use multiple sources of evidence;

(F) evaluate the validity of a source based on language, corroboration with other sources, and information about the author; 

(G)  identify bias in written, oral, and visual material; support a point of view on a social studies issue or event; and

(H)  use appropriate mathematical skills to interpret social studies information such as maps and graphs.

26. The student communicates in written, oral, and visual forms. The student is expected to:

(A) use social studies terminology correctly; 

(B) use standard grammar, spelling, sentence structure, and punctuation; 

(C) ©interpret and create databases, research outlines, bibliographies, and visuals including graphs, charts, timelines, and maps; and
