Bilingual Education Program Models currently in PAISD Schools: 
Transitional Model Late Exit – A bilingual education teacher teaches both in English and Spanish. The goal for this model is to reduce Spanish instruction and transition students into all English by the end of 5th grade. 

Two-way Immersion Model –This model integrates native English speakers and language-minority students for academic instruction and aims to promote bilingual proficiency, high academic achievement, and cross-cultural awareness. The program is designed to teach students a second language in a natural way, through subject content instruction and everyday classroom conversation. Two teachers team teach in a 50/50 Spanish and English language model.

Limited English proficient (LEP) students in Grades PK-5 

Program Description:
In the state of Texas, Bilingual education is the required program for students identified as limited English proficient (LEP). The goal of the bilingual education is to enable LEP students to become competent in the comprehension, speaking, reading, and composition of the English language through the development of literacy and academic skill in the primary language and English. Such programs emphasize the mastery of English language skill, as well as mathematics, science, and social studies, as integral parts of the academic goals for all students to enable LEP students to participate equitably in school.

ESL Program Description:
The goal of English as a second language programs shall be to enable limited English proficient (LEP) students to become competent in the comprehension, speaking, reading, and composition of the English language through the integrated use of second language methods and the English language as the medium of instruction. The ESL program emphasizes the mastery of the academic goals for all students to enable LEP students to participate equitably in school.

3) The Migrant Education Program (MEP)

Participating Campuses:


District-wide

Program Participant:
Student eligibility (Age 0-21)  for the program is determined by the lifestyle of the parent which involves moving across school district, county, or state boundaries for the purpose of seeking or obtaining temporary seasonal work in agriculture, commercial fishing activities or meat processing. Students who are determined eligible may remain eligible for up to 36 months without another qualifying move.

Program Description:
The Texas Migrant Education Program (MEP) is a supplement program that provides instructional and support services above and beyond the minimum foundation program. The goal of MEP is to help students meet Texas standards for student achievement through supplemental educational instruction and health services. As a result of frequent moves during the school year, most migrant students demonstrate educational needs in reading, math and health services. It is a requirement to identify migrant students in order to make available and provide educational instruction and health services.

5) Adult ESL Classes
Participants:


Immigrant parents, students, or other immigrant family members 

Program Description:

1)  Mr. Fernando Ramirez, the Immigrant community Liaison, provides ESL   classes to adult immigrants who want to learn English. Classes are held twice a week at the Port Arthur Public Library on Tuesday 8:30 – 10:00 AM and Thursday 3:00 – 4:00 PM.
2)  Through Title III, Part A – Two ESL Teachers provide ESL classes to adult immigrants who want to learn English. One ESL teacher provides classes for Vietnamese immigrants and a second ESL teacher provides ESL classes to Spanish speaking immigrant. Classes are twice a week in the evening for 12 weeks in the Fall and 12 weeks in the Spring Semesters.
