Basic Physical Warm-ups and Vocalizations
(Memorize. Practice those exercises you can do without assistance.)

1. Drop the chin and rotate the head from shoulder to shoulder to relax the
entire head and neck area.

2. Massage the shoulders of the person next to you to further relax the head
and neck area. After massaging, chop.

3. Roll the shoulders forward several times, then backwards several times to
loosen yet vitalize the upper body.

4. Bring both arms around and hug yourself with your hands placed on

opposite shoulders. Gently pull the shoulder blades apart to continue to

loosen and vitalize the upper body. Keep the rib cage in a lifted position

instead of collapsing it for good vocal production and breath energy.

Further loosen rib cage by slightly bending from side to side.

Pull the elbows back until the shoulder blades touch (or almost touch).

Stand on toes and stretch arms and hands upward.

Bring hands up to shoulders and touch shoulders with fingertips. Sing “ah™

on a single given pitch while moving arms out and down. Keep chest high

and shoulders back through entire exercise.

9. Keep the same position. While ascending and descending (or reverse) on
five-tone scales, sing “ah™ or any other vowel assigned. Humming may also
be used. Keep the sighing or yawning feeling on the inside of the mouth and
throat while humming.

10. Use different beginning consonants to add variety to attacks (m, p, k, h, t,
etc.)

11. Sing sirens from the top to develop head tones.

12. Sing scales and arpeggios in staccato style to strengthen the diaphragm
muscle.

13. Use phrases such as “lips, teeth, tip-of-the-tongue™ to improve diction.

14. Shake the body to restore circulation.

Memorial High School Choir
Requirements and Expectations

General
Although there are skills that must be learned/developed just as in other
content areas, “Choir” is Performance-based. Participation in
performances is not optional. Because we must present ourselves to the
public, rules governing PAISD and Memorial High School will be
followed. In addition, you (students) are expected to
1. Arrivein class on time. Be in the classroom by the ringing of the
tardy bell.
(There is a 5-minute transition period between classes.)
2. Throw away snacks, drinks, or gum upon entering the Choir Roon.



3. Observe proper posture while singing, whether sitting or standing.

4.  Keep your feet on the floor — not on, or in, a chair.

5. Move chairs to get to a seat on a different row. (Don’t step into the
chair.)

6. Learn the expected rehearsal procedure and adhere fo it.

7.  Be sure all music and materials are put away before leaving the
classroom.

8.  Bring writing materials with you for note-taking, to make notes in
your music

or for home study. A highlighter may also be used.

9.  Adhere to the Dress Code. No students in violation of the dress code
will be admitted into the classroom. This includes guys who are
wearing baggy pants and those with shirtiails out. Pants must be at the
waistline.

10. Listen quietly to individuals and/or groups if they are rehearsing in
class in order to offer a critique of their rehearsal session. You will be
graded on your critique. Your behavior will be graded under the
heading of Audience Etiquette.

11. Be prompt for class, rehearsals, and departures. Unless PAISD
makes a change in policy, or the principal makes an exception,
members will not be allowed to drive personal cars to a school
activity where a bus is provided. For example: Region Choir
Auditions. Parents may send the directors a letter requesting
permission to take you and pick you up. When they come to pick you
up, they must check in with the chaperones, and you must sign out.
For performances at locations in town that are not held during school
hours, parents are expected to provide transportation to and from.

12. Repay fees if you default on your competition obligations. If fees are
paid by PAISD or the Memorial Choir Booster Club for you to
participate individually in an approved TMEA or UIL activity and you
do not participate — for any reason other than medical emergency* —
you will be required to reimburse the PAISD or Memorial Choir
Booster Club for those fees. (*See complete explanation in the
Performance section, # 10.)

Behavior
All rules governing PAISD and Memorial High School will be

followed. As one of the leading organizations of the school, we expect

that your behavior will set an example for other students.

1. Members who habitually misbehave and are constantly absent may lose the
option of representing the school during performances. and may be removed
from the class altogether if scheduling will allow.

2. Vulgar language will not be tolerated; nor will name-calling, teasing, rude
gesturing, playing the dozen, etc. We will always treat each other with
respect. All persons are expected to be exhibit good manners and basic
rules of etiquette at all times.

3. Students will be expected to follow the dress code. (See separate
attachment)

4. Guidelines set in the “General” section of the rules will be followed.

Performance

Participation in performances is not optional.

1.

Unless a special group is requested, all members are required to perform. A
permission slip/medical information sheet will be sent to parents. This form
will be used for performances all year, unless something special arises that
needs to be dealt with separately. This form should be filled out by parents,
signed, and returned immediately for filing. No students will be allowed to
participate in an off-campus activity if the permission slip/medical
information sheet has not been returned.
Instructions about performances will be given to you to take home to
parents as the need arises.
All students in A CAPPELLA CHOIR ARE REQUIRED to try out for
Region Choir. All students who participated in the state solo/ensemble
contest ARE ALSO REQUIRED to try out. Any students in Treble Choir,
Tenor/Bass Choir, or Choral Music who are willing to learn the music MAY
try out.
Students trying out must bring $10 for a professional rehearsal CD, or __
for a duplicated one. See the calendar for clinic and tryout dates. The
Lamar University Region Saturday clinic will be September 22. The cost is
$25.00. All who plan to try out for Region Choir MUST attend the clinic,
although attendance at the clinic is not a guarantee that you will ‘make’ the
choir. Students must be able to sing the music alone. with the CD, prior to
going to contest.
Xeroxed copies of the music will be distributed initially. Original copies of
the audition music will be supplied to you for the clinic and audition. This
music is to be returned at the end of the contest (or the concert). You will
be charged for music that is lost or damaged beyond use.
ALL students ARE EXPECTED to participate in UIL Solo/Ensemble
contest, and therefore, must put forth every effort to remain
ACADEMICALLY ELIGIBLE. All students will engage in learning music
that is appropriate for competition. The director will make the final
decision on participants.
You must remain eligible to participate off campus during the school day,
unless the activity is deemed to be an extension of the class (curricular) and
fulfilling TEKS requirements. Some performances may not require that we
observe eligibility (for example: Christmas programs at night, a trip during
Spring break). You will be notified of the requirements in advance.
Students who lose their eligibility before contests must perform for the

choir director and/or class.

Participants may be required to pay registration fees (depends on PAISD
budget. You will be notified.).

If you pay your fees (or make payments toward an approved choir trip) and
must withdraw from the activity, funds will be returned PROVIDED
THOSE FUNDS HAVE NOT ALREADY BEEN MAILED. ONCE FEES
ARE MAILED, THEY CANNOT BE RETRIEVED. Therefore. no
refunds can be given.

. If contest solo registration fees are paid for you by either the PAISD or the

Memorial Choir Booster Club, and you do not participate YOU WILL BE
REQUIRED TO REIMBURSE THE DISTRICT OR CHOIR BOOSTER
CLUB FOR THOSE FEES. If your non-participation causes your
ensemble to be cut, YOU WILL BE REQUIRED TO REIMBURSE THE
DISTRICT OR CHOIR BOOSTER CLUB FOR THOSE FEES FOR THE
ENSEMBLE. If you are in an ensemble and can be replaced, no fees will
have to be repaid — unless there was no time to train another student to take
your place. Medical emergencies will be on an individual basis.

Reasons that are not acceptable: academic ineligibility, you can’t

stay on your pitch, tuning, suspension or other punishment for

misbehaving, family trip, participation in a non-school activity,

work, family illness, relative’s birthday party, wedding, etc.

Students who have jobs are responsible for coordinating schedules

between jobs and choir requirements. We can provide written

information to your employers if requested.
Students who are involved in other activities are responsible for
coordinating schedules between other activities and choir performances or
special rehearsals.
Students may be withdrawn or withheld from participation in performances
if (a) behavioral problems have resulted in disciplinary action according to
school policy, (b) the director feels that removal of the students will result
in an improved working environment for the remaining members of the
group, or (c) if using the students will result in disqualification. A
conference with the parents will be held.

Uniforms

Choir Robes or Formal Uniforms (tuxedos and gowns) are available for
performances. You will be responsible for keeping your uniform clean and
available for use at all times during the school year. You may have it hemmed,
or re-hemmed to the proper length as determined by the choir director.
However, no uniforms may be cut off or otherwise altered permanently. Upon
inspection, if it can be determined that your uniform has been permanently
altered (cut off, seams trimmed, etc.) without our knowledge, you will be



charged the price of the uniform. A price list will be posted and you will be

notified of the cost before your uniform is issued.

1. To complete the uniform, everyone will wear black dress shoes. No
tennis will be allowed. Guys will wear white shirts. black ties, and black
socks.

2. If we do not purchase jewelry that is alike, SMALL silver or black
earrings may be worn. NO LARGE, GAWKY EARRINGS WILL BE
ALLOWED. No necklaces or pins will be allowed unless they are all
exactly alike. If a purchase is decided upon. all will be expected to
purchase the matching accessories.

3. If you have piercing other than on your ears, it is requested that you will
refrain from wearing earrings in those locations while in uniform or
during a performance. Tongue piercing affects formation of accurate
vowels. Tattoos should be concealed.

4. If a show choir is organized, persons invited to be a part of that group
might be asked to purchase a special outfit

Grading
The purpose of choir is to perform, and a major portion of the grade for A
Cappella members comes from performing. It is hoped that a Treble
Choir and a Tenor-Bass Choir can be developed for equal performance
status. Students in Choral Music classes may participate in either group
depending upon their capabilities and commitment to special rehearsals.
It is expected that students who are not in A Cappella will progress from
where they are up to the top group with hard work and dedication.
Activities that are in compliance with the TEKS for music are designed to
improve individual skills and group performance. Students will be
graded according to their progress.

Updates will
follow as needed.)

Awards

Students who have been in choir four (three) years, who are HIGH achievers in
choir and meet the academic and performance criteria mentioned above — as
well as the criteria which follow, will qualify for a jacket with a choir letter —
providing the students’ behavior has also been in compliance.

I. Jackets

A. A Choir student who receives a letter jacket must be

1. aMemorial High School senior:*

2. aTexas Music Educators Association (TMEA) Region Choir member
(at least once);

3. a University Interscholastic League (UIL) Solo-Ensemble State
(TSSEC) qualifier (at least once with a Class T solo or in a small
ensemble);

4. an active participant in all choir activities: class, special rehearsals,
concerts, competitions, festivals, public relations performances, etc.,
and

5. must continue to be a choir member until graduating from
Memorial.

B. In lieu of making Region Choir at least once, the student must have tried
out for Region Choir at least two years. In lieu of qualifying for TSSEC as
either a coloict or an ensemble member. the student must have participated

in UIL Solo/Ensemble contest every year he or she was in choir with a
solo, in a small ensemble, or in a Medium ensemble.

Seniors who are first-year members must try out for Region Choir,
attend the Region Choir Concert, and qualify for UIL State (TSSEC) by
earning a division 1 on a Class I UIL solo and/or small ensemble in
order to letter in only one year. They must also be active participants as
defined in Section A, Number 4.

Students must strive to remain academically eligible all year for full
participation in choir activities.

If students meet the qualifications before their senior year, they must
return to choir their senior year in order to receive their jackets.
Measurements will take place in September the week following the first
audition for Region Choir.

Requirements may be modified for mainstream students who are active
participants.

PAISD will, upon recommendation, purchase the jacket and letter.
Other patches the students may want will be purchased at the expense of
the student and parents. Stipulations for payment will be set by the
seller: Texas Letter Jackets.

Other Awards

A. Seniors who do not meet the above criteria for earning a jacket

(lettering), but have been in choir classes. have demonstrated a desire to
achieve musically, have fulfilled their class requirements, and have met
the specifications outlined in B, C. and D above (which includes Section
A, Number 4), may receive other awards.

1. These awards may be trophies, plaques. medallions, medals,

ribbons that fall within UIL guidelines for honoring students for

their achievement.

Students who are not seniors will receive the awards presented to them
for the event they participated in, and may receive certificates of merit,
trophies, plaques, medallions, ribbons. etc

Letters Only

If there are students who letter in other areas (athletics, band, etc.), in
addition to lettering in choir, they will receive only a choir letter to be
placed on the jacket which they will be receiving from the other area.
They may, if desired, and approved by the student and sponsors, have
an addition to the one letter instead of having two letters placed on
their jacket.

*Permission is being sought to issue jackets to juniors who have met
criteria with the stipulation that they musi return to choir their senior

year.

IV. Music Merit Certificates

Students who meet the criteria for the Texas Music Educators Association
Music Merit Certificate, will be presented the award furnished by the state
organization (TMEA).

Texas Music Merit Scholar Program (copied from the TMEA website)

The TMEA Texas Music Merit Scholar Program designates students in high school
music programs who exemplify attributes of meritorious performance in the areas
of scholarship, musicianship, and citizenship.

Designation is attained by student application and TMEA Active Member
recommendation of students in grades 9-12 that have met the following criteria
during the current school year:

Is a viable member of the school’s parent musical organization

for the entire school year;

Maintains an overall “A” average as defined by the local

school district for the entire school year:

Maintains academic eligibility for the entire school year;

Participates in all scheduled events of the parent organization;

Attends, as an audience member, two director-approved

concert events of high school, collegiate or professional level

during a school year;

Is selected and participates as required as a member of a

TMEA (ATSSB) organization (band, orchestra, or choir):

Performs a UIL Prescribed Music List Class 1 solo for a

competition or public performance;

Consistently exhibits behavior which brings honor to the

parent organization, school and community.

These criteria may be met through participation singularly or in any combination
of band, orchestra, or vocal parent organizations. The distinction may be achieved
each school year.

The school year is defined as the beginning of the year through the next-to-the-
last official grade reporting period of the local school district for the purposes of
calculating grade averages and determining eligibility prior to the deadline entry
date of April 15.

Texas Music Merit Scholars will receive a certificate and letter from the Texas
Music Educators Association signed by the current TMEA President and Executive
Director.

To recommend a student for this award, you (the director) will need to fill out the
online form, print the required summary sheet, have the grades checked by the
appropriate authorities, and mail it to the TMEA office with the appropriate
signatures prior to the April 15" deadline. Late applications will not be accepted.
