Description: National organizations working in the areas of youth and scientific education may be eligible for grants from the American Honda Foundation. Who May Apply: The ASCD Outstanding Young Educator Award nominee is an education professional, 40 years of age or younger, who demonstrates exemplary commitment and exceptional contribution to the profession.
This person's creative and innovative accomplishments within the classroom, school, district, state, or region have had a significant impact on student performance and achievement over time and provide an ongoing model of excellence in encouraging all learners to succeed. The educator's body of work consistently proves leadership among colleagues. ASCD members with firsthand knowledge of a colleague's accomplishments that meet these criteria are invited to submit nominations. Self-nominations will not be accepted.

Funding Amount: The ASCD Outstanding Young Educator Award winner will receive a check for $10,000 and will be profiled in Educational Leadership magazine and honored during a general session at the next year's ASCD Annual Conference and Exhibit Show. The winner will also receive an ASCD Institutional Membership for his or her school or district

Description: The Outdoor Classroom Grant Program provides outdoor, hands-on science education to students in grades K-12, and assists schools in enhancing their core curriculum in all subjects. Lowe's Charitable and Educational Foundation, International Paper, and National Geographic Explorer! classroom magazine have partnered to create an outdoor-classroom grant program to provide schools with additional resources to improve their science curriculum by engaging students in hands-on experiences outside the traditional classroom.

· faculty or staff at public higher education institutions. 

Preference will be given to applicants who serve economically disadvantaged students. Preference will also be given to members of the National Education Association. The NEA Foundation especially encourages grant applications from:

· education support professionals.

Description: The Teaching Tolerance project of the Southern Poverty Law Center offers grants for implementing tolerance and youth activism projects. Projects funded by Teaching Tolerance tend to be: small-scale, resourceful and student-focused, promoting acceptance of diversity, peacemaking, community service, or any other aspect of tolerance education; clearly defined, well integrated, and tailored to the specific needs and interests of particular learners and their communities; economically responsible, involving staff participation, community volunteers, and in-kind contributions wherever possible; sustainable in some way, rather than one-time-only events or activities.

Who May Apply: K-12 classroom teachers may submit proposals. Proposals from other educational organizations, such as community groups and churches, will be considered on the basis of direct student impact.

Funding Amount: Up to $2,000
