	Standards for Mastery*
	1. Course assignments and unit evaluation shall be used to determine student grades in a subject. An average of 70 or higher shall be considered a passing grade. 

2. Mastery of the skills necessary for success at the next level shall be validated by assessments that may either be incorporated into unit or final exams or may be administered separately. Mastery of at least 70 percent of the objectives shall be required.

	Promotion Policy*
	In grades 1-5, promotion to the next grade level shall be based on an overall average of 70 on a scale of 100 based on course-level, grade-level standards (essential knowledge and skills) for all subject areas and a grade of 70 or above in three of the following areas: language arts, mathematics, science, and social studies.
Additional Promotion Requirements
Students in grade 3 must pass TAKS reading.

Students in grade 5 must pass TAKS reading and math.

Students with Disabilities
Promotion standards and appropriate assessment and acceleration options, as established by individualized education programs (IEP) or grade-level classification of students eligible for special education, shall be determined by the ARD committee.

	Make-Up Policy*
	 Students may make-up work, tests or assessments for excused absences upon returning to school. Students have up to 2 days for each excused absence to complete work missed upon returning to school after an excused absence.

It is the responsibility of the student and/or parent to request make-up work and submit to the teacher.   

Students will be allowed to make-up work for an unexcused absence but the grade earned shall be reduced by one letter grade and the work must be completed within one day. 



	Attendance Policy*
	Students may not miss more than 9 unexcused absences per semester. A student may lose credit if they miss more than the 9 unexcused days per semester. Attendance Committee decisions may be appealed according policy FEA. 

	Reteach Policy*
	To ensure that students master the material, reteaching may include, but shall not be limited to the following: 

1. The student may be required to correct or rework unsatisfactory assignments. In these circumstances, the grade earned shall replace the original grade. 

2. The student may be required to retake a major examination. In these circumstances, the grade earned shall replace the original grade. 

3. The teacher may require the student to attend a tutorial program or remedial or accelerated classes. When these are assigned, co-curricular or extracurricular activities shall not interfere with the requirement to attend the tutorial or assigned classes. 

4. The teacher may assign additional work on a particular unit or project for the student to complete. 

5. The teacher may work with small groups during class time while other students work independently. 



	Academic Dishonesty*
	Students found to have engaged in academic dishonesty shall be

subject to grade penalties on assignments or tests and disciplinary

penalties in accordance with the Student Code of Conduct. Academic dishonesty includes cheating or copying the work of another student, plagiarism, and unauthorized communication between students during an examination. The determination that a student has engaged in academic dishonesty shall be based on the judgment of the classroom teacher or another supervising professional employee, taking into consideration written materials, observation, or information from students.
