WHEREAS, this Board of Trustees of the Port Arthur Independent School District (hereinafter sometimes referred to as the "District") deems it necessary and advisable to call the election hereinafter ordered in order to provide adequate public school facilities for all the students of the Port Arthur Independent School District; and

WHEREAS, the meeting of this Board of Trustees at which this Order was adopted was open to the public and public notice of the date, time, place and purpose of said meeting was given, all as required by Chapter 551 of the Texas Government Code.

THEREFORE, BE IT ORDERED BY THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF PORT ARTHUR INDEPENDENT SCHOOL DISTRICT THAT:

1.
An election shall be held, and notice is hereby given that an election will be held, between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 7:00 p.m. on November 6, 2007, in the Port Arthur Independent School District, for the purpose stated herein.  

2.
The election shall be held jointly with Jefferson County, Texas and other political subdivisions within Jefferson County in accordance with Chapter 271 of the Texas Election Code and in accordance with the terms and provisions of a Joint Election Agreement in the form presented to the District (the “Joint Election Agreement”).    The Board of Trustees of the District hereby approves and authorizes the District to enter into the Joint Election Agreement.

3.
The Election Judges for the election, the election precincts and the location of each polling place shall be as shown in the Joint Election Agreement and the exhibits attached to this Order.  As set forth in the Joint Election Agreement, early voting shall be conducted jointly from October 22, 2007 through November 2, 2007 at the places set forth in the Exhibit A attached hereto.  Carolyn Guidry, who is the County Clerk of Jefferson County, Texas and whose address is Jefferson County Courthouse, 1001 Pearl, Beaumont, Texas 77701, shall serve as the Early Voting Clerk for the joint early voting.   In addition to the election officers to be designated and appointed, Fernando Rameriz, a qualified resident voter of the Port Arthur Independent School District, who reads and speaks the Spanish language fluently, and Khoi Tran, a qualified resident voter of the Port Arthur Independent School District, who reads and speaks the Vietnamese language fluently, are hereby appointed as election officers to be on call on a standby basis to render personal assistance to any voter requesting personal assistance at any polling place on Election Day and during Early Voting in accordance with the Election laws.

4.
The conduct and manner in which said election shall be conducted shall be governed by and in accordance with the Texas Education Code, the Texas Election Code, the Voting Rights Act Amendments of 1975, and the rules of the Department of Justice

5.
A substantial copy of this Order shall serve as proper Notice of said election and the President of the Board of Trustees shall cause said Notice to be published in English, Spanish and Vietnamese one time, not earlier than the 30th day or later than the 10th day prior to the date set for the election in a newspaper published in and of general circulation in said District, and the President of the Board of Trustees shall also cause this Order to be posted where notices are customarily posted in the Port Arthur Independent School District at least twenty-one (21) days before the date of the election.

6. At said election, the following Propositions shall be submitted in accordance with law:
PROPOSITION NO. 1

Shall the Board of Trustees of the Port Arthur Independent School District be authorized to issue and sell bonds of the District in the aggregate principal amount not to exceed $24,225,000 for the purpose of acquiring, constructing, improving and equipping new additions to the high school and the acquisition of any land and sites necessary therefor, which additions will include construction of a CATE Building, an Auditorium and Science Labs,  with any surplus funds to be used for the construction, renovation, additions to and equipment of other school buildings in the District and the purchase of necessary land and sites therefor, which bonds may be issued in various series or issues, may be sold at any price or prices, shall mature serially or otherwise not more than 40 years from their date or dates and bear interest at such rate or rates (fixed, variable, floating, adjustable or otherwise) as shall be determined by the Board of Trustees of the District within its discretion at the time of issuance, but not to exceed the maximum maturity dates and interest rates now or hereafter authorized by law; and shall the Board of Trustees be authorized to levy and pledge and cause to be assessed and collected annual ad valorem taxes on all taxable property in the District, sufficient, without limit as to rate or amount, to pay the principal of and interest on said bonds and the cost of credit agreements, if any, executed in connection with the bonds?

PROPOSITION NO. 2
Shall the Board of Trustees of the Port Arthur Independent School District be authorized to issue and sell bonds of the District, in one or more series, in the aggregate principal amount not to exceed $120,550,000 for the purpose of renovating, making additions to, improving and equipping of existing school buildings and the renovation, conversion and equipping of the Stilwell Technical Center into an Educational Support Center (Administration and Staff Development Center), with any surplus funds to be used for the construction, renovation, additions to and equipment of any other school buildings in the District and the purchase of the necessary sites therefore, which bonds may be issued in various series or issues, may be sold at any price or prices, shall mature serially or otherwise not more than 40 years from their date or dates and bear interest at such rate or rates (fixed, variable, floating, adjustable or otherwise) as shall be determined by the Board of Trustees of the District within its discretion at the time of  issuance, but not to exceed the maximum maturity dates and interest rates now or hereafter authorized by law; and shall the Board of Trustees be authorized to levy and pledge and cause to be assessed and collected annual ad valorem taxes on all taxable property in the District, sufficient, without limit as to rate or amount, to pay the principal of and interest on said bonds and the cost of credit agreements, if any, executed in connection with the bonds?
PROPOSITION NO. 3
Shall the Board of Trustees of the Port Arthur Independent School District be authorized to issue and sell bonds of the District, in one or more series, in the aggregate principal amount not to exceed $44,750,000 for the purpose of paying for and financing the cost of acquisition of new school buses and the construction and equipping of two new elementary schools, including a new elementary school to replace the existing Washington and Franklin elementary schools and constructing a new elementary school in the Stonegate area and to acquire any land and sites necessary therefor, with any surplus funds to be used for the construction, renovation, improving and equipment of any other school buildings in the District, which bonds may be issued in various series or issues, may be sold at any price or prices, shall mature serially or otherwise not more than 40 years from their date or dates and bear interest at such rate or rates (fixed, variable, floating, adjustable or otherwise) as shall be determined by the Board of Trustees of the District within its discretion at the time of issuance, but not to exceed the maximum maturity date and interest rates now or hereafter authorized by law; and shall the Board of Trustees be authorized to levy and pledge and cause to be assessed and collected annual ad valorem taxes on all taxable property in the District, sufficient, without limit as to rate or amount, to pay the principal of and interest on said bonds and the cost of credit agreements, if any, executed in connection with the bonds?

The official ballots for said election shall be prepared in accordance with the Texas Election Code so as to permit the electors to vote "FOR" or "AGAINST" the aforesaid Propositions with the ballots to contain such provisions, markings and language as required by law and with such Propositions to be expressed substantially as follows:

If any provision of this Order or the application thereof to any person or circumstance is held to be invalid, the remainder of this Order and the application of such provision to other persons and circumstances is nevertheless be valid, and this Board of Trustees hereby declares that this Order would have been enacted without such invalid provision.

It is officially found, determined, and declared that the meeting at which the Order is adopted was open to the public and public notice of the time, place and subject matter of the public business to be considered at such meeting, including this Order, was given, all as required by Texas Government Code chapter 551, as amended.

This Order is in force and effect from and after its final passage, and it is so ordered.
